A dojo.datais a powerful data abstraction used

A Attach any traversable item (arrays, Iterators, etc.),

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JSON-RPC Support

A JSON-RPC is a Remote Procedure Call protocol
using JSON for the message serialization

A JSON Schema specification includes a Service
Mapping Description (SMD) for defining available
methods

A Zend _Json_Server implements a JSON-RPC server
with SMD support

A Primary use case is for heavy client-side
applications, where the client-side code is the View

A Calling requireModule() generates dojo.require()
statements.

A Each dojo.require() statement triggers one or more
requests to the server to pull in the necessary
Javascript.

A Design is very modular i you only use what you
need.

What can be done?

A The solution is to create a custom build

A Custom builds pull all (specified) functionality into a
single file

A All template strings are interred into the code

A Code is minified i whitespace removed, heuristics
to condense variable names applied, etc.

A dojo.require() statements to modules compiled into
the build become no-ops

A Trim the size of the scripts by many, many times,
and reduce requests from many dozens to 1 or 2.
